Minni C. Eller Banner 2025 Awardee! 

The Minnie C. Eller Banner was established by the Virginia Division of the UDC in the 1940’s to recognize District “excellence in all Division activities” and/or the best work meeting the UDC’s five precepts, Historical, Benevolent, Educational, Memorial, and Patriotic.  

Minnie Earl Campbell (1871-1952) married Nathan D. Eller and they settled in Lynchburg.  She was elected President of the Virginia Division in 1910.  The Division had 57 Chapters and over 3200 members at that time.  During her tenure she inaugurated Districts within the Virginia Division for better organization of the rapidly growing organization. She also established uniform historical programs and held the first executive board meeting between conventions.  Her innovations were adopted by many of the other Divisions. The banner was established in the 1940’s and has been awarded annually since then.  This is the highest honor awarded by the Virginia Division.
