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Martha Nelson Boswell Edwards (Mrs. J. Griff Edwards) was
responsible for the organization of Stonewall UDC Chapter

1388 and was a Charter member. Stonewall was chartered
February 7, 1912, with 205 members. Martha was also the
organizer of Portsmouth Choir No.l as an auxiliary to the
Stonewall Camp, C.V., Portsmouth, VA. The patriotic Mrs. J
Griff Edwards heard the urging of William H. Stewart, Grand
Commander of the camp, who conceived the idea of musical
entertainments by gray uniformed choirs singing “old war
songs that cheered the Confederate soldiers along a weary
march.” These choirs would perform at the beginning and end
of the camp meetings. Grand Commander Stewart appealed to
the ladies and the first choir in uniform appeared at Trinity
Church, Portsmouth, VA on January 19, 1907, singing for the
ceremonies held for the 100th birthday of Robert E. Lee.
Martha Nelson Boswell Edwards was born in Charlotte
County, VA on 27 March 1870. She married Joseph Griffin
Edwards on 30 May 1898 in Charlotte County. Mrs. Edwards
Confederate ancestors included her father, William Nelson
Boswell, and her grandfather, Col. Thomas T. Boswell. Her
father entered Confederate service at the age of 11 as a
drummer in his father’s Company. His “soldierly bearing on
drill” attracted the attention of President Jefferson Davis who,
in person, presented him a sword. In 1861, her grandfather,
out of his own pocket, uniformed Co. A, 56th Va. Regiment
of Pickett’s Division. He served in this Company as a captain
until the end of the war and was then promoted to major and
then lieutenant colonel of the First Virginia Reserves. Martha
Nelson Boswell Edwards died on 5th of January 1953. She is
laid to rest in Cedar Grove Cemetery, Portsmouth, VA.
